Mr. Olson went to Hastings
College, graduated with a BA degree in history,
social science, and political science. He also went
Wayne State and graduated with a Master’s Deglee
in counseling and administration. At UNK, he too
courses in psychology and also at UNL, he receiyed
a Master’s in economics.
